1, HRCE (@HRCE_NS) will no longer post on the platform. So too, has Basinview (@Basinview_Drive)

Why is HRCE leaving X?

o« Concerns about platform changes: Recent changes to X's ferms of service and policies have
led to uncertainty and dissatisfaction among users.

e Security and privacy issues: Accounts on X can be vulnerable to hacking, spam, and other
security threats.

o Negative impact on staff and school communities: The prevalence of abusive behaviour and
misinformation on X can cause harm.

While many are choosing fo join alternatives to X, for now our school has not decided on a social
media platform. As always, families will receive all important and information from our school and
from HRCE through our website (bvc.hrce.ca) phone, and email.
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
